Synopsis:
When filmmaker Bonita Evans sets out to document acting legend Magenta Bergenstein, she stumbles upon the beginnings of the counterculture performance art group the Red Bone Guerillas. What results is an inside look at the RBG's meteoric rise to prominence as they rage against the mainstream media machine.

At first, their “interventionist” street theater shocks the unsuspecting public. But when they are embraced by anonymous fans and the media alike, will they be co-opted by the monster they once vowed to destroy?

Lionel Crear, Aminisha Ferdinand, Nicole Lang, Mario Moorhead, and T’kalla star in Red Bone Guerillas, an improvisational narrative project from exittheapple. The story was shot with no second takes and no script; providing an immersive, realistic story-telling experience for both actors and audience.
